Eugene Trent entered the Army Air Corps as an aviation cadet in 

August 1942, and was sent to San Antonio, Texas for pre-flight 

training. He graduated aviation cadet training as a multi-engine 

pilot, promoted to the rank of 2nd Lieutenant, and continued his 

training at various airbases in the ensuing months. In May 1944, 

he was ordered to proceed to Baer Field, Fort Wayne, IN, where 

he met his crew and took control of a C47 transport aircraft. He 

was then directed to proceed to China and join the 27th Troop 

Carrier Squadron, 14th Air Force, known as the Flying Tigers under the com-

mand of General Claire Chennault. 

 While in China, he was promoted to the rank of 1st Lieutenant and lead pi-

lot. His fellow pilots called him "Junior" as he was the youngest pilot in the 

squadron. The squadron was based in Yunanyi, China, a main terminal for 

supplying American and Chinese ground forces. Lieutenant Trent and crew 

flew 272 combat missions over and near occupied enemy territory, above 

snow covered mountains, and during the monsoon seasons all the while be-

ing vigilant and evasive of enemy planes.  

The C47 transport was struck by ground fire on several missions but re-

turned safely to base operations. In August 1944, fortune turned for the crew 

while dropping cargo to Chinese forces along the Salween River. To accu-

rately deliver food and ammunition, Lieutenant Trent descended to approxi-

mately 100 feet above the ground, banked left to facilitate pushing the cargo 

out the side door, and during this maneuver the plane was hit with enemy 

ground fire mortally wounding the radioman. Later in the year, December 

1944, Lieutenant Trent and crew volunteered for a mission into the delta of 

the Mekong River rescuing a French missionary and his 

family from advancing Japanese forces bringing them to 

safety.  

The 27th Troop Carrier Squadron flew 6,805 missions 

and was deactivated in China on December 27,1945. 

For his service in the China-Burma-India, Theater Lieu-

tenant Trent earned the Distinguished Flying Cross with 

one Oak Leaf Cluster, Air Medal with one Oak Leaf 

Cluster, Bronze Star, and the Asiatic Pacific Theater 

Ribbon.    

It is an honor to call Lt. Trent a compatriot and member 

of the Clarence A. Cook Chapter, Indiana SAR.

Officer Czupryn was working crowd control at the Valparaiso Fireworks on Saturday July 4th 2015 at 
Valplayso playground. At approximately 9:30pm, Officer Czupryn observed a vehicle drive over a curb 
from Glendale Boulevard into a closed construction area of the playground. The vehicle was acceler-
ating toward a group of more than 100 spectators that were watching the fireworks. Officer Czupryn 
ran along side the vehicle banging on the driver side trying to get the driver to "Stop!"

When it was obvious the driver was not going to stop, Officer Czupryn opened the driver's side door 
as he ran along side and was pushed back by the driver. He was able to pull on the steering wheel, 
directing the vehicle away from the now scattering crowd, as they ran toward the road out of the vehi-
cle's line of travel. Officer Czupryn then lost his grip and fell from the fleeing vehicle, sustaining minor 
injuries, and immediately radioed for assistance.  

He then ran back to his fully marked Police Issued Motorcycle, where he attempted to check the area 
to locate the vehicle. Officer Czupryn did locate the suspect vehicle a short distance away, where the 
driver again refused to stop for the fully marked motorcycle unit. The suspect vehicle was boxed in by 
several other vehicles at a stop light when Officer Czupryn then pulled behind the vehicle, reached in 
through the passenger side and shut the vehicle off.  

The suspect was taken into custody and several charges are pending including Minor Consumption, 
Operating while intoxicated, Criminal Recklessness, and Resisting Law Enforcement. The passenger 
was also arrested for Minor Consumption of alcohol.  

Czupryn has been with the Porter County Sheriff's Department since 2008. Porter County Sheriff 
Dave Reynolds stated, "What Officer Czupryn did was heroic. He saved countless people from being 
severely injured, if not worse. He had the presence of mind to warn people, pursue the suspect, and 
secure an arrest. His actions that day embody what our profession is all about."

Dues news from the National Registrar General: 

 
Dues Increase. Congress voted to increase dues from $30 to $35 for 2016. This is for regular members. 
The fee for Memorial applications will increase from $380 to $430 because under Bylaw 1, Section 6 (1) 
that amount is the application fee plus 10 times the dues. Junior member dues remain at $5 and all other 
fees remain the same. When submitting an application that will be received at National after 31 October, 
please be sure that the check includes the $5 dues increase (or the $50 increase for a Memorial applica-
tion). Staff informed me that the last time dues were increased there was a flood of applications from peo-
ple trying to ñbeat the increase,ò and I have already had a question from one state point of contact about 
this. While it makes sense to try to beat an increase in application fees, trying to beat a dues increase has 
little merit except for Memorial applications. If you beat the increase, the new member will be charged for 
both 2015 dues and (at the higher rate) 2016 dues. If the application with the check for dues and fees is 
received at National after 31 October 2015, the dues are applied to 2016 at the increased amount but no 
2015 dues are charged. In short, beating the increase will cost the applicant an additional year of dues. 

The Indiana SAR will be maintaining dues at $15 (regular), $5 (junior) for 2016.
